There are many efforts to reduce the cost of repositioning empty containers,one of which is a foldable

container. Foldable containers can be transported in a package such that a few folded containers occupy the

same volume as one standard container.

The unit holding cost of foldable

containers is the half of that of standard containers,because foldable containers are stored with folded state.
